Operant Conditioning Examples II  (Positive, Negative, Punishment)
1. Shelly is in the grocery store with her dad. As they near the checkout lane, Shelly starts whining for a candy bar but her dad says no. Shelly begins to cry and cries louder when her dad continues to refuse. Her dad responds by grabbing a candy bar and giving it to her. She quickly quiets down and eats her candy bar. 

2. Sally was always tardy for her 1st period class.  Principal Bob would stop Sally and ask her why she was late.  The principal would also criticize Sally for her actions.  Sally hated when the principal said these thing s to her.   Sally is never late for 1st period anymore. 

3. Jackie has to pay a $300 fine for littering while driving on the Lloyd Expressway. 

4. Patrick who is two years old runs out on to the street.  His father rushes out to Patrick and spanks him on the butt for his bad behavior.
5. Ted gave his 9 year old son Paul an extra allowance for his good behavior at school.  As a result, Paul’s good behavior improved.
6. Every day before lunch a group of students would hang around the bathrooms and pick on Kevin as he entered the cafeteria.  Kevin would get called names and sometimes get his lunch money taken away.  Now, Kevin enters the cafeteria through a different door.
