3.   Larry went to the store to buy a suit at the Men’s Wearhouse.  Sally worked at the store and helped Larry.  Larry was astonished at the high prices for suits.  Sally told him to wait and come back this weekend for the ½ off sale.  Which way will the Demand curve shift for Larry and his suit that day?  Which way will the Demand curve shift for Larry and his suit this weekend?

4.   The largest population increase for the United States was Latinos (Spanish speaking) last year.  They will surpass the African American population in 2016.   The African American population has dropped steadily over the past 15 years at a rate of 1%.   Which way will the Demand curve shift for goods geared towards African Americans?  Which way will the Demand curve shift for goods geared towards Latinos?
