Greek Mythology Project
· During our Greek Unit, each student will create a Facebook page for a Greek god or goddess. 

Project Guidelines:

· Each student will be given a god or goddess by Mr. Elpers or Miss Lynch. You cannot trade your given god or goddess.

· Please feel free to be creative with this project! You must use color on your Facebook page and try to follow a Facebook profile outline as much as possible.
Requirements:

· 2 pictures of your god or goddess. This may include a picture with other gods or goddesses but you must have your person in the picture.

· 3 wall posts. Your wall posts can be from another god or goddess or even a person your god may have helped.

· Your god or goddesses’ responsibility. This should be your gods’ position and duty within the Greek world. For example, Hades rules the underworld and that is his responsibility.
· 3 friends of your god or goddess. These should be placed on the left side of your poster and should be another god or goddess.
· 2 interests of your god or goddess. After researching your god, describe their interests. You can even create what you think their interest would be if they existed today. For example, Poseidon was god of the sea and his interest might be surfing or the movie Titanic.

· Presentation. You must present your project to the class and will be graded on the neatness and creativity of your project.
